Hi everyone, we are currently down in Panama City Beach Florida.  We arrived here on March 1st.  We will be here until May 1st.  
We started our year in Crystal River Florida about 50 miles north of Tampa.  We were there from the end of October until March 1st.  It was a very nice area.  We were pleasantly surprised.  We did lots of hiking, fishing, canoeing, swam with the Manatees and met a lot of other nice campers.  The campground we were at, Lake Rousseau RV Resort was nice.  From our cow we had a beautiful view of the bay.  There were a variety of activities and cookouts.  We played Texas Holdem periodically and did ok.  They had a heated pool which we went to quite often.
